After one month of levity it is 
time to get back to trying to 

provide you with the information you will need to make 
sound election decisions this fall. 

The first item I would like to share with you is the latest 
NAHB confidence poll taken of the nations builders.  To 
no oneôs surprise, the Builders Confidence rating is at 
the lowest it has been in years.  While I understand the 
builders of Mid-Shores have, for the most part, been 
busy constructing new homes and remodeling existing 
homes, we have to realize that for now, we are the 
exception!  We can be very fortunate for our circum-
stances but we donôt have to look too far at our 
neighbors in adjoining associations and in WBA to 
realize the dire conditions our industry is in.  For those 
who have been successful in signing those contracts 
and continuing their businesses, it is time for you to 
step up and lend financial support to those candidates 
who support housing.  I will be asking all of our mem-
bership to lend financial and personal support to the 
candidates we need to turn our state and nation 
around. 

By the time you read this we will have concluded the 
summer Board of Directors meeting of WBA.  One of 
the biggest issues we have in front of us is the endorse-

ment of a candidate for Governor.  Within the past year, 
WBA by-laws were revised to provide for WBA to en-
dorse candidates for state-wide office.  That process 
was implemented and the Government Affairs sub-
committee on Endorsements met in early July and 
interviewed the three major candidates for Governor, 
Mark Neuman, Tom Barrett and Scott Walker.  Sean 
Kelly and I participated in the interviews, in which each 
candidate was given approximately 1 ¾ hours to ex-
plain their positions and field questions from the com-
mittee.  After all three candidates had completed their 
interviews the members of the sub-committee voted to 
recommend to the full WBA Board that WBA endorse 
Scott Walker for Governor.  That final vote will be taken 
at the July 22 Board meeting.  The reasons for the 
decision can be found on the WBA web-site.  Needless 
to say there is some controversy over the decision as 
Mark Neuman is a member of WBA and is a Board 
member.  I will keep you informed of the discussion and 
decision of the full Board in the next monthôs report. 

Joe Leibham, our present State Senator, will have a 
Democratic challenger.  More details on this race later. 

Finally, it appears the U.S. Senate race in Wisconsin is 
going to be one of the most critical elections in the 
nation.  Russ Feingold, the Democratic incumbent, is 
being challenged by Ron Johnson, a businessman from 
Oshkosh.  Most polls show the election is a toss-up 
right now. Feingoldôs approval rating is under 50%-a 
very bad indicator for an incumbent.  The opportunity 
for the Republicans to take over control of the U.S. 
Senate may indeed depend on the Wisconsin contest. 
Needless to say, there will be huge amounts of money 
spent in all of the contested races in our state.
