tax credits are included in this rule.  

For married couples, only one spouse, not both, 
needs to be a qualified service member who 
served the required amount of extended duty 
outside the United States.  

In many cases, the rule that requires buyers to 
repay the credit if they move out of their home 
within three years has also been waived for ser-
vice members. If the home owner or their spouse 
receives government orders for qualified official 
extended duty service and have to sell their 
home, they do not have to pay back the credit. 
This applies even if they have to sell in the same 
year they purchased the home. The new place of 
duty must be at least 50 miles from the principal 
residence being sold.  

The IRS also made sure that soldiers and other 
service members who are wounded overseas, or 
have to return to the United States for other medi-
cal reasons, are not denied the credit if their time 
spent overseas ends up less than 90 days.

For most Americans, the home buyer tax credit 
expired on April 30. But Congress, recognizing 
that many members of the military, foreign service 
and intelligence communities may have missed 
out on the opportunity to take advantage of the 
credit due to being posted overseas, has given 
service members more time to take advantage of 
it.  

The law provides qualified service members who 
served on official extended duty outside of the 
United States for 90 days or more at any time 
between Jan. 1, 2009, to April 30, 2010, another 
year to buy a home and claim the credit. 
ñQualified service membersò are defined as a 
member of the uniformed services of the United 
States military, a member of the Foreign Service 
of the United States, or an employee of the intelli-
gence community.  

Qualified service members who are eligible for the 
home buyer tax credit now have until April 30, 
2011, to sign a sales contract, and until June 30, 
2011, to settle and close on the home. Both the 
$8,000 first-time and $6,500 repeat home buyer

The month of May is going to be 
a crucial month for WBA. Ap-

proximately 1200 memberships, thatôs about 1/6 of 
WBAôs total membership, renews this month.  I cannot 
emphasize enough the importance of getting ALL of 
those members to continue their membership in 
WBA.  We all know that past legislative session was 
brutal to the business community as a whole and the 
construction industry specifically.  I will address that 
later in this column.  In order for WBA to continue to be 
the leading voice of the building industry in Wisconsin 
we need the support of all of those renewing mem-
bers.  I strongly urge all of you that have memberships 
renewing to do so.  If you were a sponsoring member 
for a renewing business give them a call and ask them 
to please continue their membership. Our two Area 
Vice-Presidents, Dan Schneider and Sean Kelly, along 
with all of the other Area V-Pôs, are going to be person-
ally calling each of the renewing members in the next 
few weeks and asking them to renew.  We need to 
continue to look for potential new members also.  Only 
about 1 out of 10 builders belongs to WBA statewide 
and that is a terrible number.  If we want to be recog-
nized as the Professional Builders and Associates of 
Wisconsin we have to insure we have a majority of 
those involved in the industry belonging to WBA.  I am 
personally asking each and every one 
of the members of Mid-Shores to take 
that extra step, make that extra phone 
call, or make that extra contact that 
could result in a member retention or a 
new member joining us.     

Now on to the past legislative ses-
sion.  The best news is that it is 
over!  This Legislature finally adjourned 
without doing any further damage to 
the business community in Wiscon-
sin.  There were some measures 
passed that will help our industry.  A 
revision was made to the platting bill 
which will make it a little easier to sub-
mit new land plats and streamline the 
platting process. The DNR Secretary 
bill was a victory for WBA. There was a 
bill passed and sent to the Governor 
dealing with worker-misclassification 
that will address some of the issues on 
that subject. 

The bills that did not receive the neces-
sary votes and are now dead included 
the Governorôs Global Warming bill 
(that would have raised utility costs  10
-19% and could have cost 37,000 
jobs); a bill that would have allowed 
local municipalities to make revisions 
to the Uniform Dwelling Code that 
would be more restrictive than the 
Code permitted; a rule that all iron-
workers on a job site had to be Iron-

workers Union members; a bill that would have required 
certification for all crane and heavy equipment opera-
tors; a groundwater protection bill that would have 
regulated the drilling of single-site wells and would have 
made it almost impossible to build in rural areas and a 
bill that would have required all general contractors to 
insure that all of the workers on their job site were not 
illegal aliens.  Implementation of any of these measures 
would have done immeasurable damage to our Stateôs 
economy.  

My final thought this month is this.  REMEMBER-
ELECTIONS HAVE CONSEQUENCES!   Each of you 
must ask yourself what you are going to do in this fallôs 
election to elect representatives that will put jobs and 
recovery ahead of taxes and spending.  I will be asking 
for your help in the coming months.  Please say ñYesò. 

Reminder: September 21, Millhome Supper Club-
Legislators Panel.  Mid-Shores, along with Manitowoc, 
Fond du Lac/Dodge County and Sheboygan HBAôs will 
have all of the candidates for next Novemberôs Legisla-
tive elections in one place for you to ask them the tough 
questions we need answers to in order to make sound 

decisions next November.
