Upcoming GM Meetings:  September 13, October 11 or November 8 
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ALL THINGS POLITI-
CAL...I opened last monthõs 

column with a statement that, by the time you 

read my column, you would know who the next 

Wisconsin Supreme Court Justice would be. I 

urged all of you to get out and vote and you 

certainly did!  But guess what? We still donõt 

know who the winner is, and we may not until a 

statewide recount is completed somewhere 

around May 9th, and we may not even know 

then, if there are a number of challenges put 

forth by either side on the recount results. Does 

this sound like a record skipping along on an 

old record player? (My apologies to those of you 

who may not know what a record player is.) As if 

this race was the only political news we have to 

deal with! 

Last Thursday, WBA held our quarterly Board 

Day.  One of the guests at the Government Af-

fairs meeting commented on, and gave a 

glimpse of the upcoming recall elections.  To 

date there are 8 State Senators (3 Democratic 

and 5 Republican) who have had recall docu-

ments submitted to the Government Account-

ability Board for certification for a recall elec-

tion.  There are also a number of recall cam-

paigns still working to get the necessary signa-

tures to recall additional Senators and put them 

into the recall election fight.  While much of the 

information shared at that meeting was asked 

to be kept confidential (thatõs why itõs nice to 

get to these meetings) one item I will share with 

you right now.  We are going to see somewhere 

between $700,000.00 and $1,000,000.00 

spent by both sides on EACH of these recall 

elections. (Multiply these numbers by 8 to get 

an idea on what will be spent).  Needless to say, 

all of us will be asked to contribute additional 

resources to support our candidates. 

While we will not have a recall election in our 

area this year, I know organizing is being 

planned to launch a recall of Senator Leibham 

next year when he becomes eligible for a recall 

campaign. (State law requires a Legislator be in 

office one year before a recall election can be 

organized.)  We will have to put our full support 

behind Senator Leibham when and if that hap-

pens. 

The Collective Bargaining provision of the 

Budget Repair Bill is still held 

up in the courts and may take 

months before that whole 

scenario plays out.  In the 

meantime, local levels of gov-

ernment are struggling to put 

budgets together not knowing 

what the numbers are to be 

able to balance their budgets. 

I have included an article from the Reed Con-

struction E-newsletter on the state of Texas 

after their state Legislature implemented many 

of the same provisions Governor Walker is ask-

ing for in Wisconsin.  Two statistics jump out-

Texas accounted for 20% of all the jobs created 

in the U.S. in the last year and housing start 

permits are up 18%.  Could this be what Wis-

consin looks like in one, two, or three years if 

our Governor and Legislature are successful in 

their attempts to change the culture of Wiscon-

sin? 

The Legislature is in the process of writing the 

next two-year budget for the State.  Please pay 

attention to that whole process. 

Voter ID is being debated. 

Changes are coming to our industry as over-

sight changes from Department of Commerce 

(completely changes) to Department of Regula-

tion and Licensing. 

Remodelers should know WBA is in discussion 

with the Department of Agriculture, Trade and 

Consumer Protection (DATCP) on revisions to 

the remodeling codes and rules that govern 

remodelers.  Remodelers are treated com-

pletely different by statute than builders. 

On the federal level legislation is being intro-

duced to help the AD & C (acquisition, develop-

ment and construction) crisis for builders.  You 

should have been receiving E-mail notices from 

NAHB on the progress of that legislation.  EPA is 

looking to implement new storm-water regula-

tions that could put a huge damper on any sub-

division construction projects.  There are plans 

to get Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac out of the 

loan business. 

Every one of the above items will have a signifi-

cant impact on all of our businesses and we 

need to be informed on every one of them to 

keep our companies going. 

As always I will try to keep you informed on the 

most pressing issues and will always be avail-

able to answer any questions or get you in con-

tact with the people who can help you.

Big Texas budget 

cuts show strength 

of revolt against 

public spending

Texans do not think they are getting good value 

for their taxes, either in Washington or Austin 

and they blame a significant share of then re-

cent rise in spending on services for illegal immi-

grants that Washington refuses to stop at the 

border. Texans want a smaller, less intrusive 

government with individuals more responsible 

for their own welfare. Also, nearly half of the 

proposed $23 Billion spending cuts are the re-

sult of 2005 cuts in business taxes that have 

been covered until now with budget surpluses, 

federal stimulus funds and drawing on the 

budget reserve. All three of these sources are no 

longer available. 

The Tea Party demand for a smaller government 

and a reduction in public debts has become a 

major force in budget discussions at every level 

of government. Yes, spending cut proponents 

will have less clout when the economy has re-

covered more fully.  But they will have a major 

role in public budget discussions for many 

years, keeping a brake on appropriations for 

public construction. 

The Texas legislature does not want to undo the 

business tax cuts because they believe that 

they are partly responsible for the booming 

Texas economy. Texas accounted for nearly 

20% of the new jobs in the US over the last year 

and 16% of all US housing permits over the 

same period. 

A year and half to two years ahead when state 

and local budgets have stabilized with no fur-

ther need for painful emergency cuts and the 

federal debt is on a lower growth track, the 

political pressure for leaner government will still 

be restraining the usual late expansion period 

surge in public construction funding.  Federally 

subsidized energy and environmental projects 

are most at risk.

Secretary Stepp, served as Racine's State Sena-

tor from 2002 to 2006, but most of her profes-

sional experience has been in the private sector. 

As a former homebuilder, she became aware of 

Wisconsin's regulatory climate and how it af-

fected small business owners. In 1998, Gov. 

Tommy Thompson asked her to bring this per-

spective to the Natural Resources Board, and 

she served on the Board for 3 years. That experi-

ence led her to run for the Legislature where she 

was chairman of the Senate Job Creation Com-

mittee and co-chair of the Environment and 

Natural Resources Committee. She chose not to 

seek re-election and returned home at the end 

of the 4year term to rejoin her husband in her 

family truck business. 

Stepp notes her administration is concentrating 

on improving DNR's customer relations and  

streamlining and simplifying permitting to ac-

complish Gov. Scott Walker's goals to create 

state jobs. She notes creation and environ-

mental protection are mutually supportive. 

Stepp enjoys Wisconsin's snowmobile trails 

each winter. She has also hunted turkeys in 

western Wisconsin and is proud of the tremen-

dous hunting opportunities our state offers to 

residents and tourists. She enjoys spending 

time outdoors with her husband, Paul, and 2 

children. 

This annual meeting for the association will 

include election of officers.  

The associationõs Education Committee will also 

be honoring local high schools earning grants 

applied for through the association.

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The theme of the event was on òcreating an 

environment of certainty, eliminating barriers to 

growth, and fostering an environment of job 

creation.ó 

There were a number of business leaders from 

across the country who attended the forum in 

person and two others who attended the event 

remotely.  In addition to the remote hook up a 

running Twitter feed was displayed in back of 

the panel. 

Elected members of the forum in included 

Speaker John Boehner, Leader Eric Cantor, 

Whip Kevin McCarthy, Chairman Jeb Hensar-

ling.  The panel was moderated by Chief Deputy 

Whip Peter Roskam of Illinois.  

Vos attends WBA EC meeting in Madison 

Members of the WBA Executive Committee 

were honored to be joined by the vice-chair of 

the Joint Committee on Finance, Representative 

Robin Vos (R-Burlington), during their March 24 

meeting.   

Representative Vos gave the committee some 

great insight into the recently passed budget 

repair bill and why that was a big part of helping 

local units of government balance their budgets 

with less state aid.  

Vos also talked about work that will take place 

over the next few months on the state budget 

and gave members of the executive committee 

some insight into the hugely important race for 

the Wisconsin Supreme Court, the special elec-

tion in the 94th Assembly District and the possi-

bility of several recall elections of Wisconsin 

state senators. 

Meetings with JFC members going well  

With budget briefings and public hearings to 

take input on the state budget we have began 

talking with each member of the Joint Commit-

tee on Finance to brief them on what we like in 

the document and things we would like to see 

added. 

This budget is very different from the budget 

released by Governor Doyle in 2009.  The last 

Doyle budget had a number of provisions that 

we had to work to get out of the budget and 

those òdefensiveó efforts continued as the 

budget worked through the process. 

This year we have many things we want to keep 

in the budget (most notably the elimination of 

the conversion fee) and some additional things 

we would like to see added (like a provision that 

would require any single family code change of 

over $1000 to be considered by the full legisla-

ture and not moved via rule). 

This time around the GOP majority is being 

much stricter on the amount of policy items  

 

NAHB Legislative Conference Recap 

Recently 9 WBA members and staff traveled to 

Washington D.C. to attend the 2011 Legislative 

Conference, which is NAHBs annual federal 

lobby day. 

The event started with an issue briefing and 

reception at the NAHB Housing Center on Tues-

day and concluded with WBA representatives 

meeting with Senator Ron Johnson and Con-

gressman Reid Ribble later that evening.  We 

had also invited Sean Duffy, the third freshman 

in the Wisconsin delegation to attend as well 

but he could not attend do to a previously 

scheduled meeting. 

Tuesday nightõs meeting was a great opportu-

nity for members to interact socially with Con-

gressman Ribble, Senator Johnson and some 

key staff members on key legislative issues. 

Wednesday was the day where we traveled to 

Capitol Hills to meet with legislators and staff 

about key NAHB legislative issues.  At the top of 

the NAHB list of issues for the day was to ask 

members of congress to sign on the Home Con-

struction Lending Regulatory Improvement Act 

of 2011.  This important piece of legislation, 

being authored by California Congressman Gary 

G. Miller will ask banking regulators to follow 

their only guidelines; call for the use of òas com-

pletedó values rather than òliquidationó values 

when assessing the collateral on residential 

AD&C loans they intend to fund to completion; 

and forbid banking regulators from compelling a 

lender to call or curtail AD&C loans where the 

home builder is making payments in accor-

dance with the original loan documents. 

We had a good response from a number of our 

elected officials on the most direct and critical 

ask, to be an original cosponsor of the Home 

Construction Lending Regulatory Improvement 

Act of 2011. 

Members also talked to elected officials and 

their staff members about GSE reforms (namely 

the need to continue offering a 30 year fixed 

mortgage), and major tax reforms that will be 

taking place in the next few years (including the 

mortgage interest deduction). 

We had an opportunity to meet with all the 

members of our congressional delegation ex-

cept one which may very well be an all time 

high. 

While in DC, members attend Forum on Job 

Creation 

Because of an opening in the calendar myself, 

Leon Church and Mike Check were able to at-

tend the house republicanõs òForum on Job 

Creationó which was held in an auditorium in 

the Capitol Visitors Center.
