Budget Committee says no to sprinklers
via rule

Recently the Joint Committee on Finance
OITTE OP A
package related to the Department of Fi-
nancial Institutions (DFI), Department of
Safety and Professional Services (DSPS),
Wisconsin Economic Development Corpo-
ration (WEDC) and Wisconsin Housing and
Economic Development Authority
(WHEDA).

Item number 39 in the package was some-
thing WBA has been talking to legislators
about since the state budget was first in-
troduced, a ban on one/two family fire
sprinklers being moved via administrative
rule. The item in the package would
enforcing a rule that requires that any one
or two family dwelling contain an auto-
matic fire sprinkler system, as defined in s.
TOX8PI jTQ86

You may remember the effort a number of
years ago when then the Department of
Commerce was able to move an adminis-
trative rule on multifamily sprinklers
though split houses of the legislature suc-
cessfully. This new budget provision
would prevent that from happening for
sprinkler systems in one and two family
homes via administrative rule (as part of
code package).

The state legislature could still consider a
residential sprinkler mandate via a bill that
would need to pass both houses and be
signed into law by a governor. If a bill was
introduced to do that, we would then have
the ability to talk to legislators of both par-
ties and activate our members to reach out
to their elected officials as well, instead of
having a rule move through the process
that is much harder to stop.

Narrow language to address the Amish
and building codes also in package

The same package mentioned above also
included a provision that would allow
those who are part of an organized religion

to obtain a temporary waiver on carbon
monoxide detectors, smoke detectors, and
some provisions of the plumbing code.

The WBA had opposed legislative efforts
last year that would have allowed for wide

mentation.

The provision passed last week, which can
be found byclicking hereand going to item
40, sets up a process to obtain a waiver for
certain provisions of the code with a local
unit of government. It also mandates that
the home only be occupied by members of
the family that applied for the waiver and
that the dwelling is on record with the mu-
nicipality and would need to be brought up
to code if transferred to someone outside of
that religion.

When this large package of changes was

Senate Committee moves bill to eliminate
some DSPS councils

The Senate Committee on Government Op-
erations and Consumer Protection recently
met for the first time with new committee
chair Senator Duey Stroebel to take up a bill
that calls for the elimination of several coun-
cils under the supervision of the Depart-
ment of Safety and Professional Services
(DSPS). Senate Bill 17(BB 171) is authored
by State Senator Paul Farrow in the senate
and Representative Warren Petryk in the
assembly.

SB 171 would eliminate the Multifamily Code

cently used to review the entire Uniform
Dwelling Code for one and two family
homes. Elimination of the Multifamily
Code Council is part of the 202916 WBA
Advocacy Agenda.

The criteria used to eliminate these coun-
cils were that they were inactive for the
past calendar year.

The Committee on Government Operations

and Consumer Protection approved SB 171

on a 32 vote after the addition of an
amendment that restored the Automatic

Fire Sprinkler System Contractors and Jour-

neymen Council (since they showed that
they had attempted to work with DSPS
over the past calendar year).

ate recently signed off onSenate Bill 8§SB
86) which will rename the Dwelling Code
Council as the Uniform Dwelling Code Coun-
cil, and the Building Code Council will be-
come the Commercial Building Code Coun-
cil. Both houses approved SB 86 on a voice
vote.

Senator Roger Roth (R\ppleton) and Rep-
resentative Bob Kulp (RStratford) were the
lead authors of SB 86.

We now await notice from Governor Walker
to officially sign SB 86 into law.

SB 86 is one of the topics that members
talked to elected officials about during Busi-
ness Day in Madison 2015; thanks for all of
the grassroots support!

to 14 vote and it now awaits consideration
in the state assembly in September.

Bill to curb additional municipal regulation
advances

A bill that would curb municipalities from
imposing future regulations on businesses
that are already regulated by the State of
Wisconsin was advanced by the Senate
Committee on Elections and Local Govern-
ment on a 32 party line vote.

Senate Bill 8{SB 81) with the addition of
Senate Amendment Would codify an opin-
ion by former Attorney General JB Van Hol-
len that no municipality should have a local
ordinance that requires a test or an addi-
tional licensure fee for contractors who

pull a building permit.

The addition of Senate Amendment 1 to SB
81 gives WBA one more tool to combat
municipalities from imposing old or new
duplicative regulations on contractors in
Wisconsin.

Our efforts to establish a minimum standard
for major remodeling projects will be the
topic of discussion over the next few
months with the hopes of the bill passing
when the legislature returns to the floor in
September. Assembly Bill 1XAB 111) and
Senate Bill 87 (SB 87) have been heard in
committee, in both houses and AB 111 was
amended in committee and approved on a
bipartisan 90 vote.

would not be preempted. Moving forward,
we are now looking to scale the bill back to
include an amendment that would only clar-
ify that local municipalities are not forbid-
den from having standards on remodeling
projects that go below the requirements in
the bill.

The Senate Committee on Insurance, Hous-
ing and Trade has yet to vote on SB 87, so
we are currently working with Senator Roth
to possibly address the proposed change in
committee and have the bill passed out of
committee and available for a vote in the
State Senate this fall.
